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senator stuart APPOINTED to Commissions And Subcommittee
MONTROSS, VA – The Clerk of the Virginia Senate announced today that the Senate Committee on Rules appointed Senator Richard H. Stuart (R-Westmoreland County) to three commissions and a joint subcommittee including: Public/Private Partnership Advisory Commission, State Water Commission, Virginia Commission on Energy and Environment, and the Regional Rapid Transportation Network Subcommittee.
“I am honored by the committee’s faith in my ability to provide constructive advice on these issues of great importance to the people of this district,” said Senator Stuart.  “Education and infrastructure, water supply, energy and the environment, and rapid transportation are serious issues going forward and will require hard work to achieve real solutions.”  Senator Stuart noted that several of the bills he was able to successfully carry through the General Assembly this session deal with these issue areas.

The Public/Private Partnership Advisory Commission advises responsible public entities that are agencies or institutions of the Commonwealth on proposals received pursuant to the Public-Private Education Facilities and Infrastructure Act of 2002.  The State Water Commission studies all aspects of water supply and allocation problems in the Commonwealth.  The Virginia Commission on Energy and Environment reviews and recommends steps to implement the Virginia Energy Plan.  The Regional Rapid Transportation Network Subcommittee studies the feasibility of creating a regional rapid transit network for connecting existing and emerging population centers in major transportation corridors.
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
